二、课程简介

本课程是商务英语专业的语言类专业基础课。本课程旨在通过课堂教学和引导学生课外开展大量的以英语为媒介的商务材料的听力练习，帮助学生巩固英语语言的系统性知识，培养他们准确感知英语语音和语调的能力，增强他们对商务英语口头交际的文体风格和语言特点的认识，改善他们对商务英语口头交际的听力理解能力，以提高他们从事国际商务领域的实际工作所必需的英语语言的实际应用能力。同时，本课程将融入课程思政的内容，选择适合的商务听力材料，引导学生关注国内外经济实事，通过听力材料训练，更好地了解中国传统文外和中国特色社会主义文化，培养具有中国立场、中国原则、中国态度和国际视野的优秀商务英语人才。
Advanced Business Listening Course aims to develop students’ comprehensive listening ability. By using some other English listening materials in business conversations and basic business knowledge, etc. to supplement the textbook, this course is intended to expand students’ basic knowledge of business and improve their business English speaking skills in addition to laying a sound foundation in their general listening skills. The course helps to consolidate the basic language knowledge they have learnt, foster their interest in English listening and speaking, enlarge their vocabulary and expand their scope of knowledge. At the same time, this course will be integrated with political and ideological education, select suitable business listening materials, guide students to pay attention to domestic and international economic facts, through listening material training, better understanding of Chinese traditional literature and socialist culture with Chinese characteristics, and form excellent business English talents with Chinese position, Chinese principles, Chinese attitude and international vision.

三、课程性质与教学目的
本课程以培养商务英语专业的学生专业英语听力能力为宗旨，旨在通过由浅入深、由易到难渐进式的听力技能训练，逐步提高学生“听”的能力，实现从“听不懂”到“听得懂”，从“被动听”到“主动听”的转变，达到语言交际和获取知识信息的目的。

本课程的教学要求:
1）能够辨认语音、单词和句子结构并熟悉数字、时间等的表达。

2）能听懂短小商务对话，并进行模拟表演，掌握商业会话的特点。

3）能听懂较长篇幅的理解性材料，抓住要点，进行内容复述或就相关内容发表个人观点。

4）通过课堂教学和课后反复练习，使学生能够听懂诸如VOA、BBC及其他英文电台的一般性节目或较浅显的商业会话、报道等。

5)以中国主流报刊媒体对中外商务活动报道的音频视频为听力素材，引导学生深入了解中外商务交往与活动的最新动态，树立经济自信和世界经济眼光。
