二、课程简介
英语写作II旨在提高学生在校及毕业后从事工作所需的写作技能。第二册以组段的基本技能开始。第一单元：段落结构；第二单元：以时间顺序展开段落；第三单元：以空间顺序展开段落；第四单元：以过程展开段落；第五单元：以举例展开段落；第六单元：以定义展开段落；第七单元：以因果分析展开段落；第八单元：以分类展开段落；第九单元：以比较和对照展开段落；第十单元：以分析归纳展开段落；第十一单元：以多种方法展开段落。第十二至第十六单元四种类型作文的写作：第十二单元：作文的基本概念；第十三单元：记叙文；第十四单元：描写文；第十五单元：说明文；第十六单元：议论文。第十七和第十八单元是应用文写作。本教程为掌握英语写作技能提供了循序渐进的教学过程。每一单元包括详细的技能描述、有针对性的练习和课后作业。本课程着力满足培养具有扎实英语语言基础、较强的批判意识、跨文化交流能力和民族文化自豪感的英语各专业学生的要求。
Writing in college is designed for those who want to improve the writing skills so necessary to success in college and in most careers. Book Two begins with basic knowledge of paragraph development. Unit 1: the general ideas about paragraphs such as paragraph structure, topic sentence, etc.; Unit 2: development by time; Unit 3: development by space; Unit 4: development by process analysis; Unit 5: development by exemplification; Unit 6: development by definition; Unit 7: development by cause and effect; Unit 8: development by classification; Unit 9: development by comparison and contrast; Unit 10 development by generalization; Unit 11 development by combined methods. From Unit 12 to Unit 16, the techniques of paragraph writing are applied step by step to the process of the four types of composition writing: description, narration, exposition and argumentation. Unit 12: the general ideas about composition; Unit 13: narration; Unit14: description; Unit15: exposition; Unit16: argumentation. Unit17 and Unit18 tell students how to write different practical requirements that are most commonly used in college and in society. The book is a step-by-step process teaching skills basic to writing in the English language. Each unit includes detailed descriptions of skills involved as well as examples and exercises to practice the skills. Its clear, paced lessons, plentiful practices, and engaging writing assignments guide students through the process of writing effective paragraph and essays, from prewriting to final draft, and it will provide students with clear insight into the English composition. The course aims at educating students majoring in English to understand and use English well, to think critically, to perform actively in transcultural communication, and to be proud of Chinese culture.

It ends the paper often with an emphatic and forceful statement to influence the readers’ final impression and shows them the writer’s purpose.

2. To describe something----a person, a place, an object or a scene----is to capture it in words so others can imagine it or see it in the mind’s eye. In descriptive writing, we achieve unity by selecting details and arranging them in such a way that they emphasize a single characteristic, aspect or feature of a person, place, object or scene. This single characteristic, aspect, or feature, which is the central or unifying theme of a description, is called the dominant impression.

1. Description, point of view, spatial order
2. Point of view in description refers to the position of the observer in relation to the object as it is observed and presented. It includes the location of the observer and the location of the object being described. Basically there are two physical points of view: fixed and moving. Details in description are not arranged without aim or purpose. We usually arrange them in a straight forward spatial order, though sometimes we may alter the pattern by moving from a specific element of something to a general impression of it, or from the least striking feature of something to most striking feature of it, and vice versa.

4. Exposition, illustration

2. Exposition means explaining. It gives an explanation, provides information, and develops an idea. An expository paper explains something, such as how something is made, why something has happened, in what ways two persons or things are similar or different and so on. In brief, it answers the question “how?” and “why?” Things can be explained in many ways, for instance, by illustration, process, classification and division, comparison and contrast, an analysis of their causes and effects, or definition. That is to say, the methods which we have learnt for paragraph development are also good for expository essays. The difference lies in scope and proportion. In a paragraph we can make a point in one or two sentences, but in an essay we may need one or two paragraphs to makes a point clear. Illustration: Illustration is the use of examples to explain a point.

1. Exposition, comparison and contrast, cause and effect, definition
2. A comparison/contrast essay usually follows one of the two patterns: the subject-by-subject pattern as Sample 2 or the point-by-point pattern. A cause paper often begins with an introduction describing briefly the effect; then the body of the essay is devoted to an analysis of the cause, each of which is generally discussed in one paragraph, and at the end makes a conclusion if necessary. An effect essay does the opposite. It usually begins with an introduction which briefly describes the cause and then goes on to discuss the effects

2. Argumentation is actually exposition with the additional purpose of convincing or persuading. The purpose of exposition is to inform; the purpose of argumentation, on the other hand, is to persuade. An exposition paper makes something known and explains it to make the reader understand. An argument essay tries to make the reader agree with its point of view and support it, to persuade him to change his mind or behavior, and to convince him to think something, to feel something or to do something that he might not have thought, felt, or done before. Themes of argumentative essays can not be statements of facts, personal preference or viewpoints that are generally accepted or can be easily verified. It is therefore imperative that an argumentative essay should have a debatable point, that is, something which can be viewed from more than one angle and is therefore open to argue.
3. Able to organize an argumentation

     Part 2

1. Exposition, ways of reasoning, predicting the consequence, facts, examples, clear logic
2. Generally there are two ways of reasoning.  A. Inductive reasoning: start the essay with facts and proceed from facts to a general conclusion. B. Deductive reasoning: move from a general statement to a specific conclusion. Predicting the consequence helps the reader visualize what will occur if something does or does not happen. Pay attention to facts, examples and logic

Part 1

1. Notes, cards

2. Notes are short letters written for various purposes. Compared with a letter, a note is simpler in form and often informal or colloquial in language. In a note we can omit the following: 1.the addresses of the addressee and the addresser; 2.the word “Dear” in the salutation; 3.the complimentary close; 4.the year in the date; A note includes four parts: 1.date; 2.greeting; 3.the message; 4.signature. There are many types of cards. Form: postcards and picture cards; Content: cards for birthday, holiday, festival, invitation, friends or teacher, etc. Body: more or less similar to that of notes, notices and letters.
3. Able to write different kinds of notes and cards correctly.

     Part 2

1. Notices

2. Notices are mostly written to make known something about to happen or have happened. It may be an announcement of an appointment, a dismissal, a decision, a meeting, a contest, a match, a film, a party or something found, lost or wanted etc. When we write a notice, we should pay attention to: 1.Write the date on the upper right-hand corner or the day of the week first, then month and date (or date and month); 2.If the unit putting up the notice is given, write it in the middle of the first line or the lower right-hand corner; 3. Give concrete place; 4. Announce the activity clearly and concisely.
