二、课程简介

大学英语II是为广东财经大学非英语专业的一年级本科生开设的一门必修语言技能基础课程，是广东财经大学非英语专业教学计划的一个有机组成部分，是一门提高学生综合人文素养的重要课程。

大学英语II的课堂教学包括主要基于课堂教学的读写译综合课程和主要基于多媒体的视听说课程，前者每周两个学时，后者每两周两个学时。
大学英语II的教学内容是使学生通过综合课程学习掌握相应的语言和语用知识，包括词汇（词汇量达到3500个词），句法结构和篇章结构，使其能基本读懂一般性题材的英文文章且阅读速度达到每分钟50-60个单词、能借助词典对题材熟悉的文章进行英汉互译并提高写作水平；通过听说课程，使学生学会抓住听力材料的要点和有关细节，领会文章的观点和态度，培养听写能力及设定话题的英语口头表达能力。总之，大学英语II是培养学生听、说、读、写、译基本技能及综合运用英语进行信息交流的能力，使其在今后的工作和社会交往中能用英语有效地进行口头和书面交流，同时增强其自主学习能力，提高综合文化素养，以适应我国社会发展和国际交流的需要。此外，在教学过程中融入思想政治教育，引导学生批判地学习西方文化，增强学生的民族文化认同感和自信心，不仅学会用英语看世界，更学会用英语讲好中国故事。
大学英语II的教学评估包括形成性评估和终结性评估。

College English II is an obligatory basic language skill course for non-English major freshmen. It is an organic part of non-English major teaching plan in Guangdong University of Finance and Economics and an important course designed to improve the comprehensive qualities of students.

The classroom teaching of College English II includes multimedia- based Listening and Speaking course and classroom-based integrated course of reading, writing and translating. The former occupies 2 periods per two weeks, while the latter 6 periods per two weeks.

Through integrated courses, College English II aims to develop students’ abilities to master corresponding language and pragmatic knowledge, including vocabulary (about 3500 words), syntactic structure and discourse structure; to understand English articles on general topics at a reading speed of 50-60 words per minute and to translate essays on familiar topics from English into Chinese and vice versa with the help of dictionaries and enhance their writing abilities. Through speaking and listening courses, students should be able to grasp the key points and correlated details in listening material and comprehend the opinions and attitudes in the articles, and to express their opinions on a given theme in oral English. In a word, College English II aims to develop students’ ability to use English in an all-round way so that in their future work and social interactions they will be able to exchange information effectively through both spoken and written channels, and at the same time they will be able to enhance their ability to study independently and improve their cultural quality so as to meet the needs of China’s social development and international changes, through which the students can understand the world in English and tell Chinese stories in English as well.
The evaluation of College English II consists of formative assessment and summative assessment.

三、课程性质与教学目的
大学英语II是广东财经大学本科学生课程设置的有机组成部分，是广东财经大学非英语专业本科生一门必修的公共基础课。它是以英语语言知识与应用技能、学习策略和跨文化交际为主要内容，以外语教学理论为指导并集多种教学模式和教学手段为一体的教学体系。

大学英语II教学的实质是通过大量的主要是以听力、阅读形式为主的语料素材的输入，使学生学习掌握相应的语言知识，如词汇的语音、语义、词法、句子和句法等等，以及这些知识在准真实语境中是如何使用的有关语用知识，如文化背景知识、语境等等，从而培养起学生听、说、读、写、译综合运用英语进行信息交流的能力（即达到教学大纲的要求）。并在此过程中培养学生良好的学习习惯，帮助学生寻求合理的学习策略，掌握正确的学习方法，增强学生自主学习能力和合作精神，使他们毕业后能在工作和社会交往中用英语有效地进行口头和书面的信息交流。同时，培养学生良好的跨文化意识和世界意识，具备良好的文化包容性和批判性，增强民族文化自信，教育学生爱党爱国，热爱中国文化。
通过大学英语II的学习，学生应达到如下具体目标：能听懂英语授课，并能听懂题材熟悉、句子结构比较简单、基本无生词、语速适中的短对话、谈话、报道或讲座；掌握大意，抓住要点和有关细节，领会讲话这的观点和态度。能运用基本的听力技巧帮助理解。能就教材内容和适当的听力材料进行问答和复述，并能就某一主图进行讨论；能用英语进行一般的日常对话，能就所熟悉的话题经准备后做简短发言，表达思想较清楚，语音语调基本准确。能在交谈中使用基本的会话策略。能够顺利阅读语言难度中等的一般性题材的英语文章，掌握文章中心大意及说明大意的事实和细节，领会作者的观点和态度，阅读速度达到每分钟50-60词；在快速阅读、篇幅较长、难度略低的材料时，阅读速度达到每分钟80-90词。能在阅读中使用有效的阅读方法。能对相应难度的阅读或书面材料做笔记、概要和写纲要，能写短信或便条，能恰当地运用写作技能就一定话题或提纲在30分钟内写出100-120词的短文，表达清楚，语句连贯，无重大语言错误。能借助词典将内容熟悉的文章进行英汉互译，译文达意，无重大语言错误，能在翻译时使用适当的翻译技巧。

4、 教学内容及要求

《综合教程II》 

Unit 1  Ways of Learning

（1） 目的与要求
Students are expected to:
1. grasp the main idea (that it would be ideal if we can strike a balance between the Chinese and the Western learning styles) and structure of the text (introduction of the topic by an anecdote一 elaboration by comparison and contrast--conclusion by a suggestion);
2. appreciate the difference between comparison and contrast, as well as different ways to compare and contrast (point by point method or one-side-at-a-time method);

3. master the key language points and grammatical structures in the text;

Unit 3  The Generation Gap

（1）   目的和要求

Students are expected to:
1. understand the main idea (Father meddled in children’s affairs with good intentions, but only to find his efforts unwelcome) and structure ( three settings, three scenes) of the text;

2. appreciate the basic elements of a play;

3. grasp the key language points and grammatical structures in the text;

4. conduct a series of reading, listening, speaking and writing activities related to the theme of the unit;
5. improve their sensitivity to the functions of signal words;
6. get familiarized with the language used to talk about preferences;
7. improve the ability to grasp the important details, especially the key words;

8. get to know about some aspects in the traditional Chinese culture and understand better the filial piety in Chinese family

Pre-reading tasks

1) T asks Ss the following questions on the song The Times They Are A-changing’: 

---Who should be sitting up and taking notice？Why? (parents, politicians, writers and critics should listen up, because the times are changing so fast that one can’t be content with one’s old way of life)

---What does the singer think of his parents’ way of doing things?

2)  Pair interview

3)  T dictates to Ss the following list of questions:

---When are your parents’ birthdays and their wedding anniversary?

---Do your parents celebrate your birthday? How about their own birthday celebration?

---In your parents’ eyes, what are you interested in?

---In your eyes, what are your parents interested in?

---In what areas do your parents want you to improve?

---In what ways do you want your parents to improve?

---Tell of an instance when your parents and you disagree over something.

4) Ss form pairs to interview each other. If there is an odd number of Ss in the class, one group may consist of 3 Ss. The interviewer must note down the answer from the interviewee.

5) Some Ss report interview results to class.

6) T may lead in to Text A by saying: As we find from our interviews, parents and children do not often see eye to eye. When parents interfere with their children’s affairs, they believe that they are doing so in the interest of their children. However, the children may not be grateful, as is the case in the play we are going to study, Father Knows Better. When you read on, I want you to bear this question in mind: despite their complaints, the Thompson children actually love their father very much. Do you yourself show similar attitudes towards your own parents? 

While-reading tasks

1)  A brief introduction to play

a. T writes down on the blackboard the major components of a play: characters, settings, stage directions, language, conflicts, climax, and theme.

b. Ss identify the characters in this play.

c. Ss read the directions for Text Organization Exercises 1 and 2, then scan the play to divide it into three parts. T may drop a hint: just read the stage directions put in brackets.

d. T explains the functions of stage directions: to set up stage properties in the proper place; to indicate a change in setting; to direct actors’ movements, gesture, facial expression, tone of voice, etc. 

e. T invites one S to read aloud Heidi’s speech to the audience at the very beginning of the play, then ask another S to re-create Heidi’s words into a complete and grammatical paragraph. They may refer to Writing Strategy to see the stylistic differences between speech and writing.

f. T defines conflicts as the essence of a play, a clash of actions, ideas, desires or wills. It may happen in three forms: man against man, man against environment, man against himself. When a conflict develops to the most intensified point, it becomes a climax. T asks Ss to find out the form(s) of conflict in this play as they later go through the text.

g. T explains that, unlike a novelist or short-story writer, a playwright cannot come forward, interrupt the action, and tell the audience what he/she means by a certain scene or explain to them what is going on in the minds of the characters. The audience must conclude by themselves what theme of the play is. T tells Ss that they will do so at the end of reading this play.

2) T explains language points in Part I and gives Ss practice.

3) Ss sum up the main conflict in Part I. 

4) T explains language points in Part II and gives Ss practice.

5) Ss sum up the main conflict in Part II.

6) T explains language points in Part III and gives Ss practice. 

7) Ss sum up the main conflict in Part III.

8) Ss sum up the theme of the play.

Post-reading tasks

1)  The way they are 

A. Ss form groups of 3-4, re-read Part Ⅱ. Based on it, they will come up with a brief summary of the characteristics of Mother, Father, and the children. T may give Ss the following model:

“Father shows great respect for Mother. He pulled the chair for her before dinner, and obeyed her commands like ‘do go on’, ‘do get on with it’, ‘don’t keep us in suspense’. Besides, although Father was pleased with what he had done for Diane, he had learned from experience that his efforts were not always welcome. That way why he could quickly realize his blunder, as made clear by sentence ‘I do? Yes, I guess I do. I’ve…done it again, haven’t I ?’

B. When Ss discuss within the group, the following questions might help:

---- How did Mother address Father and her children?

---- How many do’s and don’ts did she use? What do they tell about her character?

---- On whose side Heidi and Sean stage whisper to each other?

---- What did Sean tell Father that “I do believe Diane would like to know the surprise?”

---- How did Diane feel when she said “Thank you, Sean. I owe you one”?

---- What were Diane’s reactions during the scene?

C. Several groups report their summaries to the class.

2) T guides Ss through some after text exercises. 

3) T checks on Ss’ home reading (Text B) 

4) Ss so Part Ⅳ: Theme-Related Language Learning Tasks. 

5) T asks Ss to prepare for the next unit: 

A. do the pre-reading task;

B. preview Text A.

Unit 4  The Virtual World

（一）  教学目的和要求

Students will be able to:

1. learn some rules of interpreting new vocabulary and usage related to computers and the Internet in English;
2. master the new words and expressions in Text A;

3. appreciate a writing style-expository writing;

4. conclude the structure of Text A;

5. conduct a series of reading, listening, speaking and writing activities related to the theme of the unit.
6. improve their ability to catch key words.

7. get familiarized with the language needed to ask people about their opinion and to give opinion.

(二)  教学内容

1.  主要内容

Pre-reading tasks

1) T asks Ss the following questions on the poem Surfing the Internet:  

—What was the hero doing when his boss came in? (surfing the Internet) —How did he act in front of his boss? (He pretended to be surprised at the computer which had crashed “unexpectedly”.)  
2)  Ss look at the theme of this unit (the Virtual World) and the title of Text A (A Virtual Life), then try to: 
—find antonyms of “virtual world” and “virtual life”;(real world, real life) 
—suggest synonyms for “virtual world” (cyberspace, cyberia, etherworld, virtual reality, Internet world, net world, etc.) 
—say what people can do on the Internet.(communicating with people, shopping, reading, entertainment, education, working, hacking, publishing, etc.)

3)  Imaginative writing  

a. T dictates to Ss the following paragraph: 

For the past two weeks, other participants of the Net Survival Contest and I have been shut up in bare hotel rooms. Our only link to the real world has been a computer that is hooked up to the Internet (联网电脑).

We have relied on it, not only for food, bed sheets and other daily necessities, but also to set up an e-business (电子商务) of our own. 

b. Now Ss will complete the paragraph beginning with: “Now it is time for me to walk out into the light of day again…” They will give their imagination full play. They will write no more than 100 words. 

c. Ss form groups of four to five, and read aloud to each other their own writings. 

d. T asks some groups to recommend the best piece in their group to the class. 

4) T may lead in to Text A by saying: Some of us like to live a life in contact with real things and real people, but others favor a virtual existence. Which life is better? I’m sure you have different opinions. Now let’s read Text A to find out what Maia Szalavitz has to say about these two life styles.

While-reading tasks

1)  Text organization  

a. T draws Ss’ attention to Text Organization Exercise 1, and lets them read its instruction as well as what has already been done for them in this exercise. 

b. Ss try to complete the exercise by simply reading the sentence of each paragraph in Text A. 

c. Ss compare answers with each other; if necessary, T may help. 

2) T explains the key language points and gives Ss practice (Language study).  

3) T guides Ss through Structure Exercise 2. 

4) Ss re-read Paras 4-10, work in pairs to find out consequences of “my” virtual life. Can they use the “find oneself + adj./past participle/present participle” structure when summing up the consequences?

5) Some pairs report to the class their findings, using the “find” structure.

Post-reading tasks

1)  Computer-related vocabulary items 

A. Ss scan Text A to find out vocabulary items to computer and the Internet. 

B. They are: virtual life, the net, telecommuter, email, Internet mailing lists, computer-assisted, data, link, cyber-interaction, on line, system cash, click on the modem, connection, password) 

C. T tells Ss that new terms related to computer and the Internet are constantly added to the English vocabulary, so much so that many of them are not included in any English dictionary. However, if we apply certain rules, their meanings are easy to deduce. 

D. T gives Ss more examples of computer-related vocabulary items

2) T guides Ss through some after-text exercises. 

3) T checks on Ss’ home reading (Text B). 

4) Ss do Part IV: Theme-Related Language Learning Tasks. 

5) T asks Ss to prepare for the next unit: 

A.  do the pre-reading task 

B.  preview Text A.

Mock debate

Suppose your parents think that you and your brother/sister are spending too much time on the Internet, neglecting your schoolwork and normal daily life, and isolating yourselves from the real world. You want to convince them that your time on the Internet is not wasted, and the Internet has in no way isolated you from the real world. A debate is therefore called for between you and your parents. Now prepare and go about the debate by taking the following steps:

Step 1 Make groups of four people. Two of them will be the “parents” and the other two will be their “children”.

Step 2 The “parents” and the “children” prepare their arguments and supporting facts respectively.

Step 3 The debate will be carried on within each team, that is, the “parents” and the “children” in the team will present their arguments to each other. The debate will go on until one side fails to respond. 

Essay writing

Write an essay entitled The Internet Will Isolate Us from One Another or The Internet Will Not Isolate Us from One Another. You may begin the essay by describing your experience in the digital world. After that you may reach your conclusion as to whether the internet will or will not isolate you from your friends.

Unit 5  Overcoming Obstacles

（一） 目的与要求

Students will be able to: 

1. grasp the main idea (dreaming and hard work helped Michael Stone on his way to success) and the structure of the text (narration with a flashback);

2. appreciate the narrative skills (using details to bring out a character; a surprising ending; using of puns);

3. master the key language points and grammatical structures in the text; 

4. conduct a series of reading, listening, speaking and writing activities related to the theme of the unit;

5. improve their ability to detect the implied meanings of sentences;

6. improve their ability to listen for specific details – computation;
7. help foster in the students the morally sound values and outlook on the world and life, the courage and determination to overcome difficulties and strive for dreams.
（二） 教学内容

1.  主要内容

Pre-reading tasks

1) T asks Ss to listen to the recording and then complete the statements about John Courtis.

2)  T asks Ss to answer the following questions regarding the recording about John Coutis:

—Why is it so amazing that John Coutis can lead a normal life?

—Among his many accomplishments, which, in your mind, is the most extraordinary?

— If you should use one English proverb to describe his life, which would it be?

   Where there’s a will, there is way.

   Rome was not built in a day.

   God helps those who help themselves.

   You shall reap what you sow.

   Constant dripping wears away the stone.
3) T may sum up like this: Hard work is important to success, but it is not the only factor that contributes to success. As we will find out in this text, dreaming is equally important. But as to which element plays a bigger role, that’s up to you to decide.

While-reading tasks

1) Text Organization

a. T guides Ss through the direction for Text Organization Exercise 1, so that they know the text consists of four parts.

b. Ss scan the first sentence of paras 1-6 and get ready to answer the following questions:

—Which first sentence switches from past tense to past perfect tense? (the first sentence of para 3)

—Which first sentence shows that the flashback is over and the narration returns to the National Junior Olympics? (the first sentence of para 6)

—By now, do you know how to divide the text into four parts? Write down you answers in the blanks provided in Text Organization Exercise 1.

2) T explains language points and gives Ss practice. When they come to the end of a part, Ss will sum up its main idea in the blanks provided in Text Organization Exercise 1.

3) Ss answer these questions:

—Without the last sentence, would you still admire Michael Stone’s achievement?

—Who would you admire better, a Michael Stone with a sound body or a blind Michael Stone?

—Why does the author keep the secret about Michael’s blindness until the last sentence?

4) Usage

a. Ss scan the text again to find out the three instances where “work” is used as a verb.

b. T asks some Ss to explain in English the three different meanings of “work”.

c. Ss do the after-text Usage exercise on “work”.

5) Finding out details

a. T introduces the activity by saying: A child usually inherits characteristics from both his/her mother and father. So does Michael Stone. Michael’s mother is romantic and passionate, while his father a hard-core realist.

b. Some pairs may report to the class about their findings.

c. T asks Ss this question: Dreaming and hard work, which is more important to Michael’s success? Why?

Post-reading tasks

1) Playing on the meaning of words

a. T introduces the idea that many words have more than one meaning and can remind one of a number of different ideas and events all at once.

b. Ss read the first three sentences of the text to find out where the author uses a word in two different senses (hot: “having a high temperature” and “fierce, intense”)

c. Ss give individual opinion on these questions: How do you understand the title of this text? Does it also carry more than one meaning?

2) T guides Ss through some after-text exercise.

3) T checks on Ss’ home reading (Text B).

4) Ss do Part IV: Theme-Related Language Learning Tasks.

5) T asks Ss to prepare the next unit: to do the pre-reading task and to preview Text A.

4. understand the cultural background related to the content;

5. express themselves more freely on the theme of Women, Half the Sky after doing a series of theme-related reading, listening , speaking and writing activities;

6. devise a questionnaire in an appropriate way.

(二) 教学内容

1. 主要内容

Pre-reading tasks

1) Ss are supposed to have listened to the story entitled First and in Command. Now see if they can complete the statements based on it.

2) No Man Is an Island

a. Divide Ss into several groups. In each group there should be both female and male students:

b. Ask the groups to collect in their spare time two to three advertisements of daily goods, either print or audio-visual (if there is necessary equipment in the classroom), in which there are both female and male characters; 

c. Have the group analyze the gender roles implied in those advertisements; 

d. Have some groups report their analysis in class;

e. T may lead in to Text A by saying: Advertisements reflect popular expectations. As you may have found in your samples, in advertisements women still play such traditional roles as caregivers in the home, subordinates in the office, etc. No wonder Barbie Dolls are still such a rage despite its “advanced” age of 50. As the author of Text A observes, you can’t judge a person’s abilities separate from the cultural cues that she has received since she was an infant. No man is an island. No woman is, either.
While-reading tasks

Have Ss skim the entire text and then do Text Organization exercise 1 on P165 to have a general idea of the structure of the text. 

1) T tells Ss how to divide the text into three parts, and that they are to sum up the main idea of each part as they read along (see Text Organization Exercise 1). 

2) Ss read Paras 1-6 and sum up the main idea of part I. The last sentence of the 1st paragraph and the first sentence of the second paragraph should be highlighted. 

3) T explains language points in part I and gives Ss practice (see Language Study). 

4) Ss read Paras 7-9 and sum up the main idea part II.

5) T explains language points in Part II (7-9 paragraphs) and gives Ss practice (see Language Study). 

6) Ss re-read Part III（10-11 paragraphs) and summarize the main idea. 

7) T explains the language points in part III and gives Ss practice (see Language Study). 

8) Ss summarize the main idea of the whole text. 

Post-reading tasks

1) Genre of writing

a. Ss work in pairs to finish Text Organization Exercise 2. Later some of them may report to the class. 

b. T guides Ss through Writing Strategy. 

c. T urges Ss to use illustration and arguments more effectively in their own argumentation writing. 

2)  Details of writing technique

a. T asks Ss to distinguish facts from opinions. (the author’s life experience and the author’s ideas on a certain experience) 

b. T encourages Ss to find how the author organizes the facts and ideas to draw the conclusion that  a woman can learn anything that a man can. 

c. Assignments for the next class meeting. 

3) T guides Ss through some after-text exercises.  

4) T checks on Ss’ home reading. 

5) Ss do Part IV: Comprehensive Language Practice. 

6) T asks Ss to prepare for the next unit  

a. do the pre-reading task;

b. preview Text A

7) Classroom activities: T explains how to design a questionnaire 

2. writing assignment: Ss design a questionnaire investigating “The biases against women in my hometown”

A T-chart is useful in helping graphically organize thoughts by comparing the advantages and disadvantages, evaluation the pros and cons of a topic, listing facts and opinions of a theme, or listing any two characteristics of a topic.
