二、课程简介
    《学术英语I》专门针对广东财经大学中外人才培养实验班二年级学生开设的大学英语系列改革课程之一。该课程是一门桥梁课程，旨在提高中国学生的学术研究与论文写作能力，帮助他们为接下来的留学学习做好准备。该课程以学术研究与论文写作各环节和分项技能的训练为纲，帮助学生培养良好的学术研究和写作习惯，并且注重技能的巩固和整合，强调学以致用。同时，课程注重中西结合，在学术阅读和写作中加强爱国主义教育，增加学生文化自信，培养学生批判性思维，使之既要继承中华优秀传统文化又要弘扬时代精神，既要立足本国又要面向世界，即把中华传统文化以及现代文化的创新成果继承下来，传播出去，发扬光大，最终促使他们成为向世界介绍中国、传播中华文化且具有国际视野的高端双语复合型人才。

该课程教学采取以学生为中心, 教师讲授为引导，学生阅读训练以及主题讨论为辅助的模式；将面授与机助学习，课内讲授和课后自主学习紧密结合起来。课堂教学采用外语教学与研究出版社引自的Garnet Education的经典学术英语教材《学术研究与论文写作》和《学术英语阅读》。本课程的教学评估包括形成性评估和终结性评估。

Academic English I is one of the series of College English reform courses for students of grade two in Sino-foreign talent training experimental classes of Guangdong University of Finance and Economics. The course is a bridge course designed to improve students’ ability of doing research and writing thesis and to prepare them for their oncoming study abroad. It aims at supporting students in developing extended writing and research skills, focusing on the consolidation and integration of the sub-skills, and emphasizing the application of knowledge in the process of doing research and extended writing. 

The teaching consists of lectures by the teacher, in-class and out-of-class reading and discussing. The main textbook is Garnet Education's classic academic English textbooks: Extended Writing and Research Skills & Reading English for Academic Study published by Foreign Language Teaching and Research Press. Both formative assessment and summative assessment will be adopted.

三、课程性质与教学目的
《学术英语I》是一门通识必修课，其主要目的是为我校中外人才培养实验班同学提供系统学习学术研究与论文写作各环节和分项技能，帮助学生培养良好的学术研究和写作习惯，并且注重各种技能的巩固和整合。同时，通过大量阅读输入提高学生的学术英语素养、学术英语写作和跨文化交际能力，提升他们的批判性思维能力和跨文化交际意识。

     学生学完该门课程后，应能达到以下要求：

1）
学生的语篇分析和概括能力，特别是改述(paraphrase)和概括（summarize）的能力显著提升，语言表达丰富多样；

2）
学生熟悉英语学术规范，掌握基本学术论文写作步骤，熟练运用学术研究与论文写作各分项技能，并能够有效整合各种技能；
3）   培养批判性思维，提升学生在学术交流中的辩证性思考能力，能够坚定文化自信，向世界“讲好中国故事，传播好中国声音，阐释好中国特色”，进一步帮助学生树立正确价值观和加强爱国主义教育。
4）   学生充分了解和掌握学术英语语言特色，为留学期间的学习和学术交流打下坚实语言基础。

   A. Selectively – students will have to decide which information appears to be most useful and relevant as they are reading. You may want to highlight the idea of skimming for general content or scanning for specific information.

   B. It is usually a good idea to make notes while reading, but it’s important for the student to know what they hope to learn from the text before they begin reading and note-taking. This will help them avoid taking notes on every single point made and just focus on the things which are useful for the particular project or essay that they are working on.

   C. Students should be wary of simply copying out the information given in the text. They need to ask themselves questions about what they are reading as they go through the text and consider how the points relate to their own ideas and the focus of what they will be writing. Students must get into the habit of marking everything they write down that is a direct copy from the text using quotation marks and including a page number with an acknowledgement of the source.

Mind Maps

These are a pictorial way of organizing your thoughts and ideas. They are said to resemble the way the brain works, with the topic in the middle of the page and the ideas flowing outwards. The visual nature of the notes can make it easier to understand and remember information.

Writing is kept to a minimum and links between sections can be more obvious.

You can use color, diagrams, pictures, and symbols.

Cornell System

The Cornell system for taking notes is designed to save time: you do not have to rewrite notes with this system. It suits people who prefer a linear way of note-taking.

Step 1: preparation

• Use an A4 loose leaf file or ring binder.

• Use only one side of the paper: you can later lay your notes out to see the direction of a lecture.

• Draw a line down the page so that you have two columns, the right hand one twice the size of the left hand one. Alternatively, you could use two pieces of paper.

• Use the larger column to take notes during the lecture.

• The smaller column is the recall column. Write key words or phrases here after the lecture.

• Draw a line across the page to leave a small recap box at the bottom.

Step 2: during the lecture

• Record notes in paragraph form.

• Write general ideas.

• Skip lines to show end of ideas or thoughts.

• Using abbreviations will save time.

• Write legibly.

Step 3: after the lecture

• Read through your notes, making sure you can read them.

• Jot down ideas or key words in the recall column which sum up the lecture (reduce).

• Reflect the lecturer's ideas in your own words.

• Cover up the larger column of your notes and recite the general ideas and concepts of the lecture.

• Summarize the lecture in the recap box. Overlap your notes showing only recall columns and you have your review.

   8 ) Paraphrase

   A paraphrase is...

1) your own rendition of essential information and ideas expressed by someone else, presented in a new form. 

2) one legitimate way (when accompanied by accurate documentation) to borrow from a source. 

3) a more detailed restatement than a summary, which focuses concisely on a single main idea. 

Paraphrasing is a valuable skill because...

1) it is better than quoting information from an undistinguished passage. 

2) it helps you control the temptation to quote too much. 

3) the mental process required for successful paraphrasing helps you to grasp the full meaning of the original. 

6 Steps to Effective Paraphrasing

1) Reread the original passage until you understand its full meaning. 

2) Set the original aside, and write your paraphrase on a note card. 

3) Jot down a few words below your paraphrase to remind you later how you envision using this material. At the top of the note card, write a key word or phrase to indicate the subject of your paraphrase. 

4) Check your rendition with the original to make sure that your version accurately expresses all the essential information in a new form. 

5) Use quotation marks to identify any unique term or phraseology you have borrowed exactly from the source. 

6) Record the source (including the page) on your note card so that you can credit it easily if you decide to incorporate the material into your paper.
