二、课程简介

本课程属于公共必修课，是高校基础教育的一个重要组成部分，是提高学生综合素质的重要途径之一。艺术英语IV以语言应用技能为先，融语言知识、学习策略和跨文化交际为一体，以外语教学理论为指导，并集合多种教学模式和教学手段的完整的教学体系。艺术英语IV适用于舞美音体本科二年级学生。艺术英语IV的课堂以基于计算机/网络听说课程和基于课堂教学的综合课程，包括读，写译的教学模式为基础。听说课程2节，每两周一次课；综合课程6节，两周完成一个单元。课程的其他内容采取学生课后自学为主，教师网络指导为辅的学习模式。
艺术英语IV课程旨在培养舞美音体艺术专业的本科二年级学生的听说读写译的英语应用能力，包括，词汇（4500个），句法结构和语篇结构，学生能理解教材中的阅读材料和难度相当于艺术英语IV的报刊，杂志,能够达到每分钟60个单词的阅读速度，学生能够用简单的，正确逻辑思维进行英语写作，能在词典的帮助下翻译英语复杂句。通过听说课程的学习，学生能够领会标准的英语录音的句子，情景对话和英语发音，要求掌握英文句子听写介绍简单的英语句，能运用简单英语进行讨论和对话。
艺术英语IV课程注重培养艺术院校学生在艺术领域进行涉外业务英语交际的能力，其中包括业务文献阅读和翻译，口头交际和实用写作训练。教材从培养高级应用型人才的总体目标出发，结合学生毕业后的工作需要，围绕学生未来工作岗位所需的业务知识和技巧，培养学生使用英语进行涉外交际的能力。
艺术英语IV课程的教学评估包括形成性评估和终结性评估。
English for Art IV, is an obligatory basic language skill course for the no-English undergraduate art students of Guangdong University of Finance and Economics. It is an integrated part of the teaching plan for the no-English undergraduate art major in the university and a course designed to improve the general humanity quality of the students.
The classroom teaching of English for Art IV mainly includes computer-based listening and speaking course and classroom-based integrated course of reading, writing and translation. The former occupied 2 periods every other week, while the latter 6 periods very two weeks. The rest of the series textbooks are to be self-studied after class with their teachers coaching them on-line.
Through Integrated course, English for Art IV aims to develop students’ abilities to grasp corresponding language and pragmatic including Vocabulary (4500 words).syntactic structures as well as textual structures, to understand the reading materials as well as English newspapers and magazines with difficulty similar to those passages in English for Art IV at a speed of 60 words per minute, be able to write simple English sentences with correct grammar and proper logic, and to translate English sentences with multiple clauses into Chinese and vice versa with the help with dictionaries. Through listening and speaking, students should be able to understand standard recorded English sentences, dialogues and speeches pronounced, take dictation on simple English sentences and introduce themselves, and take part in discussions or dialogues with simple English.
English for Art IV aims to develop students’ ability to use English in an all-round way so that in their future work and social interactions they will be able to exchange information effectively through both spoken and written channels, and at the same time they will be able to enhance their ability to study independently and improve their cultural quality so as to meet the needs of China’s social development and international exchanges.
The evaluation of English for Art IV consists of formative assessment and summative assessment.

三、课程性质与教学目的
艺术英语IV级课程是为广东财经大学非英语专业的艺术类专业本科二年级学生开设的一门语言技能基础课程，是广东财经大学非英语专业教学计划的一个有机组成部分，是一门提高艺术专业学生综合人文素养的重要课程。
艺术英语IV级课程的学习，既是学生通过英语学习和实践活动逐步掌握英语知识和技能，提高语言实际运用能力的过程，又是他们陶冶情操，丰富人生经验，开发辩证思维能力和提高人文素养的过程。它有助于学生拓展视野，扩大知识面，加深对世界的了解，借鉴和吸收优秀的外国文化精华，提高文化素养。艺术英语IV课程是以英语语言知识与应用技巧，学习策略和跨文化交际为主要内容，以外语教学理论为指导，并集多种教学模式和教学手段为一体的教学体系。
艺术英语IV级课程教学目的是：通过教师的“精讲”和学生的“多练”通过听说读写译全方位的各种形式的课堂内外的实践，以多媒体技术为教学手段之一，培养学生的阅读能力和听说能力，使他们能够运用英语交流信息，打下扎实的语言基础，掌握良好的语言学习方法，提高文化素养，培养持续的自学能力，适应社会的需求和发展。
艺术英语IV级课程目标是1.培养学生阅读和翻译艺术英语文献的能力，能够对涉及到音乐，舞蹈，表演，动画，摄影及电影与电视等题材的文章进行阅读，让学生熟悉每篇文章体裁的特点，提高学生的写作能力；2. 培养学生进行艺术领域涉外口语交际能力；3. 培养学生参照范例用英语模拟套写相关应用文的能力。

Part 3 is a series of interview clips in which interviewees give their opinions about important aspects for a successful job interview.
Students learn how to be better prepared for the future job.

Discussion: Money is a good servant but a bad master. (Students should have a correct attitude towards money.)

3) Ss will be divided into several groups to discuss the following questions:
A. If you won millions of dollars, what you would like to do with the large sum      of money?
B. Would you make sensible choices if you won a lot of money?
4) List as many things that people can get and not get with money as possible.
Listening in
1. 主要内容
This part involves two passages. P1 discusses the history of money in an interview style, in which they talk about how money and banks have been started and developed. P2 sounds like advice and tips for students about how to manage their finance.

2) The history of money, e.g. the development of paper money  
3. 问题与应用
1）Ss will be asked to catch the main idea and the key words while listening to the passages. Then catch some specific words to fill in the blanks.

A. Why do you think it was China that invented paper money first?
B. What would the world be like if people couldn’t borrow money from banks?
4) Have a debate on the topic: Money can buy happiness.

Unit5 Gender Studies

2. appreciate the various techniques employed by the writer (comparison and contrast, topic sentence followed by detail sentences, use of transitional devices, etc.).
3. master the key language points and grammatical structures in the text.
4. conduct a series of reading, listening, speaking and writing activities related to the theme of the unit.  

（二）教学内容
1.主要内容
1) Inside View：

In C1, Andy and Janet have a casual discussion about gender stereotyping on various things. C2 continues to show the gender discussion between Andy and janet, moving to topics on sports, childcare and the workforce.

2) Outside View: 
This clip shows a TV programme report on women's roles in South Korea, where there is a conflict between the traditional view of a woman's role and the current increasing workforce involvement of women.

3) Listening in: 
P1 appears to be a TV or radio panel discussing different views on feminism and how recent advertisements portray men and make men more inferior.P2 sounds like a radio programme or a public lecture on gender issues by quoting some biological facts and research on girls and boys.

4) Presentation Skills: 
This section shows Ss how to lead a formal discussion by using different language skills for starting a discussion by agreeing on terms, inviting opinion, achieving an agreement on the matter and leading the discussion onto another matter.

Pronunciation: This section focuses on Pronunciation skills for words spelt with i and for improving speaking with sense groups.

3. master the key language points and grammatical structures in the text.
4. conduct a series of reading, listening, speaking and writing activities related to the theme of the unit.  

（二）教学内容
1.主要内容
1) Inside View：

In C1,The friends talk about the Place of Westminster in London in  C1. They go in more detail about it and the nature of Parliament in C2.

2) Outside View:
This is a documentary-style feature on the importance of the sea in British history. Some famous ships are mentioned.

3) Listening in:
P1conerns Elizabeth I, regards as one of the greatest English rulers. P2 is a conversation about Pompeii, the Roman city destroyed by a volcanic eruption and now excavated and a major tourist destination. 

4) Presentation skills:
Ss are given practice in holding a discussion in which the two parties take opposing views ,but are open to persuasion and politely recognize the force of each other’s arguments.

5) Pronunciation.

Ss practise their pronunciation of natural connected speech with a particular focus on stressed and unstressed words and phrases.

2. Listening to natural English: the use of the word “so”

You may have noticed that in everyday conversation in English people use the word “so” a lot. In this conversation, Rebecca is giving the presenter a lot of information in response to questions. Notice how the presenter naturally uses the word so when he asks these questions;

So what did happen, Rebecca?
So is it still alive?
So when was it discovered again?
So what does it say?

In everyday conversation we also use the word “so” a lot for emphasis, young people in particular. The presenter uses “so” to express surprise and emotion:

They look so real!
