二、课程简介
《国际交流英语》是专门针对广东财经大学中外人才培养实验班学生开设的大学英语系列改革课程之一。通过课程的任务型学习，学生将操练参与学术活动所需的英语各类技能，最终达到培养学生在今后国际学术交流中能用英语有效地进行交际，以适应我国社会发展和国际交流的需要。课程注重将中西方文化结合起来，在教学中加强爱国主义教育，增加学生文化自信，强调培养学生在不同语境中用地道英语准确、恰当、表达自己观点的能力，使之在对外交流的过程中能弘扬我国悠久的历史文化，向全世界介绍中国，最终促使他们成为向世界介绍中国、传播中华文化且具有国际视野的高端双语复合型人才。

该课程教学采取以学生为中心, 教师讲授为引导，将口语和听力学习结合在一起；课内讲授和课后自主学习紧密结合起来。课堂教学采用的主要教材为外语教学与研究出版社引进出版的《学术英语听力》和《学术英语口语》。本课程的教学评估包括形成性评估和终结性评估。

English for International Communication is one of the series of College English reform courses designed for the students from the experimental classes and program. Through the task-based course, students will practice English skills required in academic activities, and eventually they can use English to communicate effectively in the future in international academic exchanges. It is to the needs of China's social development and international exchanges.

The course puts students as the center, and combines oral and listening training. Students’ self-study is strictly required. The main course books used are Academic English Listening and Academic English Speaking published by FLTRP. The evaluation of this course includes formative assessment and summative assessment.

三、课程性质与教学目的
《国际交流英语》是一门通识必修课，其主要目的是为我校必须参加雅思考试的中外人才培养实验班同学提供系统学习学术英语语言、培养学术交流能力的机会，同时通过大量听说训练提高学生的学术英语素养、学术英语听说和跨文化交际能力，提升他们的批判性思维能力和跨文化交际意识。

    学生学完该门课程后，应能达到以下要求：

1）
掌握大多数英文学术讲座的结构，听讲同时可以做好笔记；

2）
掌握英语口语中的多种微观技巧，如弱读、连读等；
3）    学生的语篇分析和概括能力显著提升，语言表达丰富多样化；帮助学生掌握当下社会热点的英文词汇与表达方式，通过进行爱国主题讨论与演讲，培养、增强学生的民族自信心与爱国、报国之心。

4）
培养批判性思维，提升学生在跨文化交际中的辩证性思考能力，能够辩驳是非，据理力争，使之在对外交流的过程中能更有效地介绍中国的历史、文化与发展，进一步帮助学生树立正确价值观和加强爱国主义教育。
5）
学生基本了解和掌握学术英语语言特色，为学术交流和跨文化交际等打好基础。

四、教学内容及要求 

Part I   Listening 

第一章 Listening and lectures

（一）目的与要求

Students should be able to:

• discuss the different situations in which they have to listen

• identify what factors influence their ability to understand

• learn about features of lectures in different academic cultures        

（二）教学内容

主要内容
Task 1 Listening in different languages

The aim of this task is to get students thinking about the different types of listening, and about the notion that we vary our listening strategies according to what we are listening to.

Discuss in groups： What is tested in each task type?  What are the marking principles of IELTS reading?
Task 2 Understanding spoken English

The aim of this task to is to highlight the problems of listening for students while they discuss points and listen to each other.
Task 3 Listening to lectures

The aim of this task is to raise awareness of the variety of lecture styles across cultures. This talk is based on a tracking study (where a sample of students were followed for a period of time) carried out by the speaker. It is important to demonstrate to students that they will have to adjust to a system where the lecture delivers less of the course content than they may be used to; they will have to do a lot more background reading around the lectures. Students will also have to recognize for themselves what the important points are.

Check what students understand by the term lecture and that students have attended lectures elsewhere.

第二章 Introductions to lectures

（一）目的与要求

Students should be able to:

• look at how a lecture introduction can help them to understand the lecture better;
• practise making notes on introductions to lectures;
• learn how to recognize words that may be pronounced differently from the way they expect them to be.     

（二）教学内容

主要内容
Task 1 Thinking about introductions

The aim of this task is simply to give you an idea of the students’ level of awareness of the content and organization of academic lectures.

1.1  If students have already attended lectures, you may like to begin by asking them to recall what the lecturer(s) did in lecture introductions.

You may also like to get students to think about introductions in essays and presentations, and to discuss what these have in common and what may be different. Elicit their own ideas and summarize them on the board for later comparison with the list in Task 2.

1.2  Students should be aware that:

some lecturers use visuals, PowerPoint slides or handouts to give an   overview of their lecture

some speakers structure lectures verbally by giving an overview in the introduction, and/or by using ‘transition language’ to move from one section to another

1.3  With lower-level groups, you may need to guide students to the answers through yes/no concept-check questions such as: Did Student 1 think the lecture was about migration to the UK? Was the migration from the USA?, etc.

Task 2 Functions and language of lecture introductions

The aim of this task is to highlight the functions of lecture introductions and the language used to express them.

Note: To save time, you could set these activities for homework
Task 3 Listening to lecture introductions

The aim of this task is to put Task 2 into context using lecture examples.
Task 4 Microskills: Word stress

This task focuses on word stress and the effect it has on the pronunciation of unstressed syllables in words. Students may have difficulty understanding words beginning with an unstressed syllable, because they expect to hear a different vowel sound. For example, in the first syllables of consume and assist they may expect to hear two different vowel sounds, and may not expect to hear /′/. In words beginning with an unstressed syllable, the vowel sound may be /′/ or /I /.
3.问题与应用（能力要求）

  Practise lecture introductions and word stress.
（三）思考与实践

Extension activity: Students label the parts of speech for the answers.
Exercises 4.4, 4.5, 4.7 and 4.8 could be varied by students reading the transcript to each other in pairs.

 第三章 Identifying key ideas in lectures
（一）目的与要求

In this unit students will:

• practise identifying the key points a lecturer wants to make

• distinguish key points from examples

• use their understanding of examples to deduce key points

• develop their understanding of relationships between ideas

• learn patterns of pronunciation and word stress in word families  

（二）教学内容

1. 主要内容
Task 1 Thinking about key ideas

The aim of this task is to generate ideas on the subject of the unit. By this stage, students should have few problems coming up with answers to these questions. However, with weaker groups, you may want to provide suggestions for them to agree/disagree with.
Task 2 Identifying key points in a lecture

The aim of Tasks 2–4 is that students should develop their ability to select key points from a lecture. In Tasks 2, 3 and 4 students listen to a lecture on franchising. The lecture is divided into three parts, and each part is divided into two or three sections. After students have listened to each part, they listen again to the part divided into sections.
Task 3 Distinguishing key points from examples

The aim of Task 3 is that students should recognize the difference between key points and examples.

 Do this exercise in pairs or as a whole class and elicit the ideas from students to put on the board. It can be inferred here that the lecturer may go on to talk about factors you need to consider when franchising your business and, possibly, advantages and disadvantages of franchising.
Task 4 Signposting and highlighting key points

The aim of this task is to show students how lecturers use signposting language and stress/pauses to highlight key points.
        Task 5 Microskills: Word families (1)

This task focuses on word stress patterns and differences in pronunciation between words in word families. Students may fail to recognize a word because the stress may be on a different syllable from another word in the same word family which they are familiar with.

Practise identifying the key points a lecturer wants to and understanding relationships between ideas.
（三）思考与实践

Extension activity

With higher-level students you might want to include a summary writing activity as a way of consolidating the lecture.

第四章 Note-taking : Part 1

（一）目的与要求

In this unit students will:

• discuss the reasons for taking notes in a lecture

• learn the principles of effective note-taking

• practise taking notes from lectures
（二）教学内容

1. 主要内容
Task 1 Reasons for taking notes

The focus of this task is to orient students to the topic and for the teacher to find out how familiar students are with note-taking and why it is important. You may want to show students some notes you have taken as an example.
Task 2 Principles of note-taking

The aim of this task is to familiarize students with the principles of note-taking and give them practice in the mechanics of note-taking.

     These pre-listening questions could be discussed in pairs or as a whole class. The exercise is designed to encourage students to apply their background knowledge to predicting the content of the lecture, so do not prompt them too much.
Task 3 Note-taking practice

The aim of this task is to guide students through the note-taking process with an authentic lecture.

The script for this listening exercise comes from an authentic lecture and is fairly demanding. There is a certain amount of unfamiliar (but unimportant) vocabulary that students may be distracted by, e.g., swashbuckling.

Students should be able to come up with answers to the pre-listening questions, and thereby predict the content of the listening texts. Elicit responses from students, but do not tell them the correct answers.
Task 4 Microskills: Sentence stress

This task focuses on the apparent effect of sentence stress in ‘compressing sounds’ between the main stressed syllables, leading to weak forms, linking, elision and assimilation.
Task 5 Microskills: Word families (1)

This task focuses on word stress patterns and differences in pronunciation between words in word families. Students may fail to recognize a word because the stress may be on a different syllable from another word in the same word family which they are familiar with.

Practise note-taking while listening.
（三）思考与实践

Extension activity：Check that students realize that the function words are generally unstressed.

第五章 Note-taking : Part 2

（一）目的与要求

In this unit students will:

• consolidates and extends work done on note-taking in the previous unit.
• use abbreviations and symbols in taking notes, and the relative merits of linear and ‘mind-map’ formats for notes. 
• takes a more detailed look at the linking of words in natural speech and the problems this presents for listeners.
（二）教学内容

1. 主要内容
Task 1 Returning to your notes

The aim of this task is to show students how they can expand their notes back out to full sentences.

1.1 You need to provide students with a copy of notes that have been made from a lecture or lecture extract that students have listened to recently. You can either use the notes below (also available on page 54 as a photocopiable handout) from the lecture on UK transport problems in the previous unit, or if you prefer, use notes taken from another lecture the students have listened to. If you opt for the latter, please ensure that you have used some abbreviations and symbols in your notes.

You will probably need to show students what you expect of them by expanding the first few notes, e.g., Roads in the UK are very overcrowded and this has had a number of effects. Firstly, there are economic effects … 

It is also worth reminding students of basic S+V+O sentence structure and linking ideas together with cohesive devices.
Task 2 Using abbreviations and symbols

This task focuses on abbreviations and symbols in note-taking as a way of saving time.

If you used the notes provided in Task 1, students should come up with the following abbreviations and answers. You may want to do this exercise as a whole class and record their answers on the board.
Task 3 Note-taking practice

This task gives students practice using abbreviations and symbols when listening.
Task 4 Organizing your notes

This task focuses on the relative merits of linear notes and mind maps. It does not deal with annotating a handout or PowerPoint outline, which you may want to refer to at some point.

Elicit from students what type of notes they normally use: linear or mind maps. If they are not familiar with the latter, demonstrate with a diagram on the board which refers back to a lecture they have heard during the course so far.

Ask students to read the descriptions of the lectures and discuss in pairs whether mind maps or linear notes would be more suitable in each case. Have a quick plenary feedback session. Encourage students to give reasons for their choices. There are no right or wrong answers here, although linear notes might seem more appropriate for 3.
Task 5 Microskills: Word boundaries

This task focuses on linking between words and the problems this creates in identifying word boundaries and recognizing words.

Extension activity： Students could read the text to each other trying to link as many words together as possible.

第六章 Introducing new terminology 

（一）目的与要求

In this unit students will:

• listen to different lectures introducing new terms or concepts

• meet different techniques for introducing new concepts

• practise recognizing unstressed function words which may be difficult to hear
（二）教学内容

1. 主要内容
Task 1 Introducing new terminology

The aim of this task is to introduce students to the ways in which lecturers use terminology.

Refer to recent lectures in the lecture cycle. Ask the students to think of any technical terms the lecturers have introduced and ask how the lecturers explained these. Then refer students to the list in the Course Book and ask them if the lecturers used any of these techniques, or other techniques. The list is not intended as an exhaustive one, and you and the students may like to add to it as you listen to different lectures in the course. If students struggle to remember technical terms or techniques, you could select words and techniques and make a matching activity.
  Task 2 Embedded words

The aim of this task is to give students experience of listening to a lecture which includes technical terminology.
Task 3 Introducing terms and concepts (1)

The aim of this task is to show students how lecturers introduce terms and concepts.
Task 4 Introducing terms and concepts (2)

The aim of this task is to show students the techniques lecturers use to define terminology.

Note: The term monopoly refers to a market in which one company has complete control because it is the only supplier of a product. A dominant company is one which has a very large share of a market; other companies operate in the market, but have a much smaller market share. The lecturer suggests that real monopolies are very rare, but dominance of companies is very common.
Task 5 Microskills: Weak forms of function words

This task focuses on recognizing the weak forms of function words such as articles, auxiliaries and prepositions.

3.问题与应用（能力要求）

Practise introducing terms and concepts.
（三）思考与实践

Extension activity： Have students choose a technical term and devise the same activity for another student. This could be turned into a class quiz or team game.

第七章 What lecturers do in lectures

（一）目的与要求

In this unit students will:

• think about how lecturers organize information in their lectures

• discuss other ways of organizing information

• practise note-taking

• learn how word stress and pronunciation vary within word families
（二）教学内容

1. 主要内容
Task 1 Macrostructure of lectures

This task focuses on raising students’ awareness of the different types of organization of lectures. Before referring to the Course Book, elicit from the students the kind of discourse structures they have come across in their writing classes, e.g., SPSIE = situation–problems–solutions–implications of solutions–evaluation of solution. Point out that in lectures, as in many written texts, different parts of the lecture may have different structures. For example, the first part of a lecture might be SPSIE, but the next part might be contrasting different theories, or tracing the history of a subject or outlining the advantages or disadvantages of different methods, etc.
Task 2 Lecture structure (1): Doing market research

The aim of this task is to give students the experience of listening to a lecture delivered using structure 1.

This extract was taken from a lecture entitled Questionnaire design and attitude management. The lecturer looks at different ways of collecting data for market research, i.e., getting people’s opinions about products, or information about their habits, e.g., their shopping habits.

In this extract, the lecturer talks about four different methods of collecting data and the advantages or disadvantages of those methods.
Task 3 Lecture structure (2): Social learning

The aim of this task is to give students the experience of listening to a lecture delivered using structure 2.
Task 4 Lecture structure (3): Contestable markets

The aim of this task is to give students the experience of listening to a lecture delivered using structure 3.

The original lecture was given in the Economics Department at the University of Reading, with the lecturer talking about different types of markets. It is from the same lecture that was used in Unit 6. 

When the lecturer discussed monopolies and dominance.

Note: The theory of contestable markets suggests that they are self-regulating, because other companies can easily move into the market. The result should be that the companies already in the market have to remain competitive and keep prices down because they might lose part of their market share to a new supplier.
Task 5 Microskills: Word families (2)

This task consolidates and extends the work done in Unit 3 on word families.

3.问题与应用（能力要求）

Practise delivering lectures in Structure 1 and 2.
（三）思考与实践

Extension activity

For higher-level groups, you could ask students to reformulate the sentences – swapping the synonyms around. This would enable them to see how the sentence structure would change.
(四）教学方法与手段

第八章 Digressions

（一）目的与要求

In this unit students will:

• look at examples of digressions in lectures

• examine how lecturers sometimes mark the digressions

• practise following the lecturer’s main points

• practise note-taking

• learn a number of expressions commonly used in lectures
（二）教学内容

1. 主要内容
Task 1 Reasons for digressions

This task introduces students to reasons why lecturers make digressions in lectures.

Introduce the term digression and then try to elicit from students why lecturers might digress and what problems such digressions may cause them. Then have them check the list of reasons and problems in the Course Book.

 Have the students discuss their own experiences in pairs or groups. Students may (or may not) be able to remember examples from recent lectures in the lecture cycle. If not, refer them to specific previous lectures using the transcript.
Task 2 Identifying digressions

The aim of this task is to show students how lecturers use language, intonation and pauses to highlight digressions.
Task 3 Practice: Questionnaire design (1)

The aim of this task is to give students practice in identifying digression.

This is an extract from a lecture students have heard before. They will have listened to the final two paragraphs of the second extract before, but this should not make a difference to their ability to do the tasks here, which have a very different focus.
Task 4 Practice: Questionnaire design (2)

The aim of this task is to give students further practice recognizing and understanding the reasons for digressions within lectures.
Task 5 Practice: Integrated rural development

 Note: Before students do this exercise, elicit from them what they understand by integrated rural development and which parts of the world they think it is most relevant to.

As an alternative to discussing the listed points, you can ask students to list them according to the potential contribution to rural development, or select the three which they think would have most impact.
     Task 6 Microskills: Common expressions in lectures

This task focuses on raising students’ awareness of expressions which are common in lectures.

Each task in this section starts with a note-completion exercise, before focusing on a number of expressions which commonly occur in the BASE corpus of lectures and which might cause students comprehension problems.

For each listening activity, students should complete the gapped text and discuss the meaning of the phrases in pairs or groups.

Depending on the background/world knowledge of your students, you may need to explain some of the concepts discussed in the lecture extracts before doing the activities.

Team work: Design a Questionnaire.

Extension activity： Do exercise 6.5 on page80.
(四）教学方法与手段

Part II     Speaking

第一章 Communicating in academic situation: Being a successful student

（一）目的与要求

In this unit students will:

• reflect on their experience of speaking in an academic context

• analyze their strengths and weaknesses in speaking

• identify and practise language for agreeing and disagreeing

• consider aspects of a successful presentation

• give a short informal mini-presentation    

（二）教学内容
1.主要内容
Task 1 Your experience of speaking English
The aim of this task is to help set the context, as it shows students what will be expected on their future courses.

1.1 Students will be anxious to know about the course and what is expected of them. This list has been drawn up on the basis of contacts with departments at the University of Reading, as well as from speaking to pre-sessional students once they have begun their course.

Students can do the activity individually then compare in groups or as a mingle activity, with each student surveying the class on one question. Feedback can then be done as a whole class with students reporting their findings. In the case of a mingle activity, omit Ex 1.2.

1.2 Encourage students to develop what they say, i.e., not simply say yes or no, but to talk about their experience in more detail, as prompted by the materials, e.g., what kinds of topics they presented on or the kinds of discussions they had.

1.3 Keep this exercise brief; it is a way of concluding the discussion. You may want to tell students about your own experiences of the situations in English or another language.
Task 2 Your attitude to speaking English
The aim of this task is to raise awareness of students’ attitudes to speaking English.
     Task 3 Agreeing and disagreeing
The aim of this task is that students should hear the Useful language from Task 2 in context and use it themselves.
Task 4 Study skills for success
The aim of this task is to introduce students to the importance of good study skills.
        Task 5 Prioritizing study skills
The aim of this task is to discuss study skills and their importance.  You could do this as a mini-pyramid discussion. First, students prioritize five points in pairs.

They then join with another pair or regroup into threes and negotiate five points from the combined lists. The points individuals choose will depend on their own particular learning strategies. The teacher monitors to ensure the discussion moves forward. Remind students to use the agreeing and disagreeing language. Encourage students to disagree as there can be a tendency for students to agree with each other, which does not produce much of a discussion.
Task 6 Tips for successful study: a mini presentation
The aim of this task is to give students their first practice of presenting to a group. The atmosphere should be relaxed and low-key, as many students will never have given a presentation in

English before. Each group should have finalized their top five study skills as pieces of advice for new students.
Task 7 A successful presentation

This task encourages students to think about the strengths and limitations of using visuals aids in presentations.
Task 8 Review: Preparing to use a learner diary
The aim of this task is to introduce students to the idea of a learner diary and its use in language learning.

3.问题与应用（能力要求）

Work in groups: Practise agreeing and disagreeing. 
（三）思考与实践

Do the oral exercises in this unit.

（四）教学方法与手段
本章教学主要采用的方法和手段: 课堂讲授、多媒体教学、团队合作、分组讨论、课堂讨论。

第二章 Seminars and discussions: learning online

（一）目的与要求

In this unit students will:

• identify characteristics of successful participation in seminars and discussions

• consider problematic issues from different perspectives

• practise summarizing the outcome of a discussion

• examine the role of a chairperson in a discussion     

（二）教学内容

主要内容

Task 1 The role of seminars
The aim of this task is to get students to think in general about seminars and how they work.

The role of seminars may vary depending on what subject students are studying.

Possible answers:

1. To deepen understanding of their subject by allowing students to: ask the tutor questions and seek clarification; present, exchange and discuss ideas with each other; respond to lectures and reading.

2. Tutors want students to come prepared with ideas and/or questions. They expect students to participate.

3. By reading and thinking beforehand about the topic; by thinking of questions to ask.
Task 2 Participating successfully in group discussion
The aim of this task is to get students to look at their own role in a discussion and identify what they need to do more of.
Task 3 Considering different perspectives on an issue
The purpose of these questions is to get students to think in general about education related topics. This exercise is designed to encourage students to think about one topic from a range of perspectives, going beyond a black-and-white view of the situation. Some interesting cultural elements might emerge, depending on how important the role of the school/teacher is seen to be. Make sure students understand the idea of perspectives.

3.2 Possible answers:

Teacher: might consider other children in the class and how they are losing

out because he/she cannot teach effectively

Parents: might feel teacher is not challenging child, or be biased about child’s behavior.
Headteacher: might be concerned about school reputation

Child psychologist: might consider it a challenge, and want to keep child in school to get to the root of the problem
Task 4 Reaching a balanced conclusion
The aim of this task is to give students practice describing issues from other people’s perspectives.
Task 5 Summarizing the outcome of a discussion
The aim of this task is to show students how to summarize a discussion in terms of content and language.
Task 6 Considering issues in higher education
The aim of this task is to get students thinking about some broader issues in higher education. The previous discussions focused on school-level education.

Again, students should consider the issues from a range of perspectives.

Task 7 The role of a chairperson in a discussion
The aim of this task is to introduce students to the role of chairperson in a discussion.

In this task, students should put into practice the skills they have been working on in the scaffolded tasks so far. Ask who has had experience of online learning. You might like to ask some specific questions to get them going.

3.问题与应用（能力要求）

Work in groups: Practice group discussion with focuses on the role of chairman and discussion summary. 
（三）思考与实践

Assign different statements to different groups. Encourage students not to script their summaries, but to rehearse them in their groups, incorporating the language from the useful language box.
（四）教学方法与手段
本章教学主要采用的方法和手段: 课堂讲授、多媒体教学、团队合作、分组讨论、课堂讨论。

第三章 Examining underlying assumptions: changing roles in the family

（一）目的与要求

In this unit students will:

• develop awareness of how to help their audience follow a presentation

• present an article to the class, using the language of presentations

• consider the importance of anticipating arguments before a discussion

• practise presenting opinions and counter-arguments in a discussion 

（二）教学内容

主要内容

Task 1 Assumptions: the meaning of family
The aim of this task is to get students to question the assumptions they make about simple concepts, and examine how an interpretation of these concepts varies according to context.
Task 2 Assumptions: Different family situations
The aim of this task is to explore different viewpoints on a topic.

Students should fill in this questionnaire, as some statements reflect the content of the articles which students are asked to summarize later in the unit. After the group discussions, students can summarize their discussions to the class.

Task 3 Assumptions: aspects of family life
The aim of this task is to get students thinking about issues which appear in the articles which students will have to summarize later in the unit.

These questions are designed to help to make the articles and subsequent presentations, which are based on the texts, more accessible to the class.
Task 4 Presentation (1): Helping your audience
The aim of this task is to present a model for the following stage, where students have to present a text.
This exercise focuses simply on producing audience-friendly visual aids without too much detail.
Task 5 Presentation (2): Summarizing, delivering, reflecting
The aim of this task is to give students practice in summarizing and presenting a text.

      Assign each pair/group of students one of the seven texts on pages 77–88 of the Course Book according to their interests and language abilities. The first three texts are more straightforward and would be more suitable for lower-level students. Encourage students to discuss any points of confusion or difficult vocabulary with each other, rather than asking you or using a dictionary.
Task 6 Arguments and counter-arguments
This task focuses on arguments, counter-arguments and debating. It asks students to perform a task, then introduces some Useful language, before asking students to repeat a similar task, this time with a focus on trying to use some of the Useful language.
