二、课程简介
 《英语阅读I》（实际授课内容为雅思学术阅读I）是专门针对广东财经大学中外人才培养实验班一年级学生开设的、融合大学英语与雅思学术阅读考试为一体的大学英语系列改革课程之一。该课程以基本阅读技能训练、学术篇章理解及逻辑分析、雅思学术阅读考试技巧训练为主要教学内容。同时，积极引导学生在阅读中培养辩证思维，明辩是非，摒弃糟粕，吸取精华，为我所用；并通过阅读，对比中西方文化信息，加强爱国主义教育，增强学生文化自信，最终促使他们成为向世界介绍中国、传播中华文化且具有国际视野的高端双语复合型人才。

该课程每次讲授一个学期，每周2学时，共30学时。授课方式以教师讲解为主，学生实践操练和模拟测试为辅。课堂教学采用的主要教材为外语教学与研究出版社的《雅思阅读教程》，辅助教材为剑桥大学考试委员会编写的《剑桥雅思考试全真试题解析5-15》。

English Reading I（or Reading for IELTS I）is a compulsory course for non-English freshmen from the experimental classes of our Sino-foreign cultivating programs. It aims at enhancing the students’ sensibilities of English in reading, helps them develop reading skills, so that they can pass the IELTS Reading test successfully. Furthermore, the ultimate purpose of this course is to cultivate students’ English competence of reading, then urge them to become high-end bilingual talents with international views.

The course lasts one semesters, 30 periods in all.The teaching process consists of lectures by teachers, in-class and out-of-class reading practice and mock exams by students. The main textbook is IELTS Reading published by Foreign Language Teaching and Research Press and the auxiliary materials are Cambridge IELTS 5-15 compiled by UCLES (University of Cambridge Local Examinations Syndicate).

三、课程性质与教学目的
《英语阅读I》（实际授课内容为雅思阅读I）是一门通识必修课，其主要目的是为我校必须参加雅思考试的中外人才培养实验班同学提供系统学习学术英语语言、培养阅读能力和增加雅思学术阅读考试技巧的机会，同时通过大量阅读输入提高学生的学术英语素养、学术英语写作和跨文化交际能力，提升他们的批判性思维能力和跨文化交际意识。
其目的在于为必须参加雅思考试的实验班同学提供系统学习学术英语阅读、培养阅读技能和雅思阅读（学术类）考试技巧的机会，同时通过大量阅读输入提高学生的学术英语素养、学术英语写作和跨文化交际能力，提升他们的批判性思维能力和跨文化交际意识。通过阅读教学，帮助学生了解中西方文化之差异，培养学生爱国主义精神，并进行爱国主题讨论与演讲，培养、增强学生的民族自信心与爱国、报国之心。

    学生学完该门课程后，应能达到以下要求：

1）
掌握基本的阅读技能（skimming, scanning and intensive reading skills）的运用和养成正确高效的阅读习惯；

2）
学生的英语语言水平，特别是词汇量、对长难句子和复杂语法现象的阅读理解能力有显著提高；

3）
   学生的批判性思维、西方逻辑思维和东西方文化差异意识通过阅读、教师引导、和讨论得以相当的提升；提升学生阅读分析中的辩证性思考能力，能够明辩是非，取精华，去糟粕，进一步帮助学生树立正确价值观和加强爱国主义教育。
4）
学生对雅思阅读考试基本题型、重点题型应试技巧得以掌握；

5）
学生基本了解和掌握学术英语语言特色，为学术英语写作和跨文化交际等语言输出活动提供基础输入。

B. Answers can be written in either upper or lower case; both are acceptable.

C. The use of punctuation, like commas, hyphens (连字符）or apostrophes (撇号)in answer, is not necessary.
D. Spelling is important. A spelling mistake counts as a wrong answer.

E. Both American and British English spellings are accepted but be consistent.

F. Grammar is important: e.g. writing a singular instead of a plural noun counts as a wrong answer.

G. Write answers clearly. Illegible handwriting counts as a wrong answer.

H. Word limits set in the instructions need to be observed; otherwise answers will automatically be marked incorrect.

2) The function of a paragraph 

          Paragraphs are used to help your reader follow the logic of your argument. In addition to containing clear, discreet thoughts, a paragraph should serve a specific purpose. Here are some suggestions for how to think about what your paragraph is doing (this list is not exhaustive!):

A.  Stating: Making an assertion.

B.  Restating: Putting into different words an assertion already made for purposes of clarification and/or adjustment or emphasis.

C.  Supporting: Providing evidence for an assertion.

D.  Concurring: Agreeing with another author's assertion.

E.  Qualifying: Restricting the meaning of an assertion already made.

F.  Conceding: Acknowledging the presence of a fact or perspective that calls into question that author's own assertions.

G.  Negating: Offering reasoning or evidence to demonstrate the falsehood of an assertion.

H.  Expanding: Stating at great length or more comprehensively an idea or assertion already expressed.

I.  Analyzing: Breaking an assertion down into its constituent parts in order to clarify or evaluate it.

J.  Defining: Stating the meaning of a word or words previously or subsequently used.

K.  Describing: Naming one or more features of an object or concept, to help the reader imagine it precisely or understand it fully.

L. Exemplifying: Giving an illustration of what is meant by a previous statement or giving a concrete instance that will help make the point credible.

M. Comparing and contrasting: Examining objects alongside each other for the purpose of clarifying their features, evaluating them or noting differences and similarities.

N.  Narrating: Telling a story describing an event or series of events

O. Evaluating: Making judgement about something discussed previously

A. Brief Introduction to Matching Headings /List of Headings:

a.  A “heading” refers to the main idea or theme of a paragraph or section of a text.

b.  The task tests whether you understand the organization of texts and can identify the main idea or topic in each section of a text.

c.  You will be given a numbered list with headings, as well as a text divided into paragraphs /sections. Match headings from a list (i, ii, iii, etc.) to the correct paragraphs / sections (A, B, C, etc.)

d.  The headings will be in the form of short statements which summarize the information in a paragraph or section. You will need to read the text sections / paragraphs and decide which of the headings best fits that section / paragraph.

B. Tips

a. You have limited time to take the IELTS exam, so read only what you need to know in order to do the task. It is a good idea to read the first sentence of a short paragraph only. In longer paragraphs, read the first and last sentence. This technique is called skim-reading.

b.  For this task type it is essential to be able to pick out the main idea of a paragraph / section and distinguish the main ideas from supporting ones.

A main idea is the overall fact or idea a writer wants to convey in a paragraph.

It must be general enough to encompass all of the ideas in the paragraph.

Look for the topic sentence (which expresses the main idea). 

Often the topic sentence is the first in the paragraph but not always—sometimes the writer begins with specific details that lead up to the main idea so it may come at the end of even in the middle of the paragraph.

 Sometimes there is no clear topic sentence --- you have to read carefully for clues about the main idea (which is implied rather than stated openly)

C. Test-taking Strategies:

a.  Cross out the example heading and corresponding paragraph. It’s a waste of time to read a paragraph that has already been answered. And if you don’t cross out the heading, you may consider it, or even worse, use it as an answer. The fact is, you cannot use the same heading twice.

b.  Skim the list of headings and try to understand the differences between any headings which seem similar. Some headings will seem alike in order to distract you, so read them carefully.

c.  Read the topic sentences of a paragraph that requires a heading. The topic sentence is often but not always the first sentence of a paragraph and the purpose of it is to introduce the main idea of the paragraph.

d.  Skim the headings again to see if one matches the paragraph.

e.  If there is no match, then take a look at the paragraph again. It’s a short one, then read the whole paragraph. If it is quite long, then read the concluding statement which is the last sentence of a paragraph to see how the paragraph is summarized.

f.  It’s worth remembering that some paragraphs will have neither a topic sentence nor a concluding statement, as the content of the paragraph may need no introduction or summary as it is quite straightforward. In such cases, you will need to read most, if not all of the paragraph.

A. Brief Introduction to Matching Information:

a.  Scan for specific information in the lettered paragraphs / sections of the text (e.g. an example, a definition, a reason, an explanation, etc.).

b.  You may not need to find information in every paragraph/ section.

c.   There may be more than one piece of information in a paragraph/ section – if so, instructions will say you may use any letter more than once.

d.  The questions do not follow the same order as information in the passage.

B. Tips

a.  In this type of exam task, you do not have to say what a whole paragraph is about. You have to find specific information in a paragraph.

b.  You may find different types of information in this task: an example, a definition, a reason, an explanation, a description, a summary, a comparison, etc.

c.  You should bear in mind that the numbered questions are paraphrases of bits of information in the paragraphs.

d.   Before looking for detailed information, it is a good idea to have a general idea what is in the paragraphs first, so you should skim-read the text to find out.

e.  When working with paragraphs, underlining key words in the questions may help.

f.  If you keep the questions or key words in mind when you are reading, you are more likely to find the information you are looking for. 
C. Test-taking Strategies:

a. Skim the list of statements / phrases and identify the key words.

b. Scan the passage and locate the key word while being aware of parallel expressions.

c. When you have found the answer, make sure that the statement / phrase in the passage exactly matches the corresponding statement from the answers. Often a statement or phrase in a passage may contain key words but does not exactly match the statement / phrase in the answer.

a. This task tests your ability to understand the main ideas in a text.

b. You are given the first half of a sentence based on main ideas in the text.

c. Choose the best way to complete it from a list of options.

d. There are more options than questions.

e. Write the letter of the option you have chosen (A, B, etc.) on the answer sheet. 

f. The questions are in the same order as the information in the text.

g. The completed answer will mean the same as an idea in the text.

h. In order to match meaning you need to recognize synonyms and paraphrases.

B. Tips

a. Try to predict how each sentence will end before looking at the list of endings.

b. In the Reading for IELTS exam, you need to read as efficiently as possible. If you are given more sentence beginnings, read the beginnings because you will need to complete all of them. You will not need all the endings, so only read them when you have to.

c. Do not be misled by options that are linked to ideas in the passage but are not actually the right answer.  

C. Test-taking Strategies:

a. Underline the key words or phrase in the question or sentence half.

b. Scan and locate it (or something that means the same) in the passage.

c. Read intensively around it including the sentences that come before and after -sometimes not all the parts of the key phrase are found close together (you may have to skim over some interesting but irrelevant facts in between).

d. Look for changes in the order of the sentences—information in the question could be written in a different order in the passage.

e. You may find words that correspond exactly (which makes your task easier).

f. You may find word with a similar pattern (where there is just a different verb, adjective or adverb, e.g. indigenous frogs—native frogs).

g. You may find phrases or sentences that look quite different but have the same meaning.

h. You may be able to guess the meaning of an unfamiliar word from the context.

A. A fact is a statement based on evidence or personal observation; it can be proved to be either true or false. 

B. An opinion, on the other hand, is a statement of personal feeling or a judgment; it reflects a belief or an interpretation rather than an accumulation of evidence, and it cannot be proved true or false. Even if you feel an opinion is valid, it is still an opinion.
3) Task Type 4: Matching Features
A. Brief Introduction to Matching Features:

a. This task tests your ability to identify opinions and recognize the connections between facts in a text.

b. In this type of task, you will be asked to match a numbered list of factual statements or opinions to a group of features taken from a text.

  c. Some options may not be used.

d. Some options may be used more than once (read instructions carefully).

e. The information contained in the list of statements is NOT in the order you read about it in the text.

B. Tips

a. Read the instructions carefully and check if the “NB: You may use any letter more than once” is included. If NB is included, at least one letter should be used more than once.

b. In feature-matching tasks, synonyms and paraphrases are used to re-state information in the text.

c. Skim-reading and scanning are useful techniques in tasks that require you to match features.

C. Test-taking Strategies:

a. Skim the list of names in the frame and then highlight them in the corresponding sections in the passage. You do not need to read the highlighted sections at this stage, as the statements /phrases need to be checked first to locate answers even more efficiently. This is due to the fact that either there are more names than statements, or a name may need to be used more than once.

b. Skim the list of statements / phrases and identify the key words.

c. Go back to the sections of the passage that you highlighted and locate the key words while being aware of parallel expressions.

d. When found, make sure that the statement / phrase in the passage exactly matches the corresponding statement from the answers. Often a statement or phrase in a passage may contain key words but does not exactly match the statement / phrase in the answer.

e. Double-check which name is being referred to, as some names can come in quick succession which may confuse the readers as to which statement /phrase refers to which name.
